Most of us know that exercise plays an important 
role in weight management and good health.

Boyar Park – A half-mile route uses the
perimeter of the park on the south side of
Del Amo. See map at the park for exact location.

Mayfair Park – A route measuring one-half mile
has been designed using the south portion of the
park. See map at park for exact route.

San Martin Park – The sidewalk around the park’s
perimeter measures .55 mile. Two laps is 1.1 miles.

Rynerson Park – The foot path is 1-mile long.

The Nature Trail – The trail is 3 miles long (from
Candlewood to Carson round trip).

A fun, family-oriented Independence Day is
a Lakewood tradition. For some families, the
tradition includes the safe use of legal fireworks 
– the only fireworks permitted to be sold in 
Lakewood and the only fireworks that can be 
used on July 4.
• Fireworks not marked with the Fire 
Marshal’s ‘’Safe and Sane’’ seal are illegal.
• Fireworks not sold at a community sales 
booth are illegal.
• Fireworks bought out of state or purchased 
over the internet or from any other source are 
illegal (not only in Lakewood but throughout 
the state).

The organizations that sell legal fireworks – 
clubs, sports boosters, church groups and civic 
associations have joined  with the City of 
Lakewood and the Lakewood Sheriff’s Station in 
a campaign of ‘’zero tolerance’’ toward the use 
or possession of illegal fireworks.
Sheriff’s deputies will issue citations if illegal 
fireworks are found or used. In addition, 
property owners can be cited if illegal fireworks 
are used on their property or if illegal fireworks 
are in the possession of others. 
• Legal fireworks may be used only on July 4 
and only between the hours of 10 a.m. and 11 
p.m. On other days and at other times, all 
fireworks are illegal  to use in Lakewood.
• The use of fireworks is prohibited in city 
parks.  Call 562-866-9771, extension SAFE 
(7233) or report at 
www.lakewoodcity.org/safe4th if you know of a 
home in your neighborhood where illegal 
fireworks have been used. In progress use 
should be reported to the Lakewood Sheriff’s 
Station by calling 562-623-3500.
